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1. Main information

The official languages of the Congress are Italian and English and papers can be written in one of the two languages. In case of papers written in Italian language, the authors are asked to replace the sentence “Author to whom correspondence should be addressed” with “Autore di riferimento”. 

The maximum length of the paper should be twenty pages and the paper should be prepared following strictly the present template. 
Authors are requested to insert the code of their paper (for instance 001) in place of “xxx” in the footer of pages 1, 2, 3.
An agreement with the international journal SUSTAINABILITY (publishing house MDPI, ISSN 2071-1050, indexed in ISI and Scopus) for the publication of a special issue containing the best papers presented at the Congress has been formalized. 
The papers selected for the special issue of the journal must be written in English and will be peer-reviewed. The Journal is Open Access and a fee is requested for publication. All submitted papers (both in Italian and in English) will still be included in the Proceedings of the Congress. 

Full papers must be submitted as doc or docx files. Pdf files are not accepted.
Papers must be submitted by mail at congresso2017@ciriaf.it and the subject line must include the code of the paper. The deadline for the submission of full papers is March 15, 2017.

2. Figures, Schemes and Tables
Authors are encouraged to prepare figures and schemes in color since the papers will be published only in digital format. Figures must be numbered (Figure 1, Figure 2, etc.).
